He told her she had to
get a pair of cowboy boots, which she
did and wore at her presentation.

Karen talked about the radical changes she has seen in
the long term care industry. St. Luke’s is working on a
more pleasant, homelike environment and have elimi-
nated overhead paging. They are working on a menu
style food service where residents can choose their
meals and it will be delivered to them in 10 minutes. The
objective is more choices, more pleasant living and
more home like atmosphere for the residents.

Larry Schnell has been in Rotary since
November of 2007.
